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A 2008 grant to the Boys and 
Girls Republic, New York, pro-

vided funding for a part-time coordi-
nator position for the Self-Government 
and Citizenship Program. 

The Boys and Girls Republic address-
es the challenges facing youngsters 
living in New York’s lower east side. 
All programming is designed to en-
hance each child’s academic prog-
ress, social development and emo-
tional well-being.

The most unique element of the pro-
gram is its self-government model 
which enables young people to take 
an active role in shaping their society. 
All participants become citizens of 
the Republic, running for offi ce, vot-
ing for offi cials and keeping order in

their community. The program 
has 13 elected offi cials includ-
ing a mayor, city clerk, judge, 
prosecuting attorney, comp-
troller and eight council mem-
bers. Boys and Girls Republic 
legislation is voted on at coun-
cil meetings and citizens who 
break the rules are prosecuted 
at court trials. 

The Foundation’s largest 
2008 grant was awarded 

to the Law, Youth & Citizen-
ship Program of the New 

York State Bar Association for the 
Finals competition of its annual State-
wide High School Mock Trial Tourna-
ment. The tournament is the nation’s 
largest and provides students with 
hands-on opportunities to further their 
understanding of the law, court pro-
cedures, and our legal system. The 
students also polish their speaking, 
listening, reading, and reasoning 
skills. County champions advance to 
regional competitions, with six teams 
meeting in Albany for the Statewide 
Finals each May.
